Elka Krajewska (born in Poland. Lives and works in New York City.) 
Elka Krajewska’s particularly brief "movie shreds" combine photography, drawing and digital collage with extreme research and involve collaborations with musicians and composers. Krajewska’s Plany Mela, a hybrid of 90-second Imax film-loop, a live video-collage and a music improvisation (Alan Licht) premiered at the dome of Bristol IMAX Omnitheater of Milton J. Rubenstein Museum of Science & Technology in 2007.
 
Bound originated as a spontaneous action at Orchard Gallery in October 2007 during Karin Schneider's Image Coming Soon exhibition. It was in response to a fragment of Schneider/ Guagnini 1989 movie that incorporated a filmed, one-person demonstration of Lygia Clark's Hand Dialog: an elastic Möbius band made for Clark and Hélio Oiticica in 1966. 

Anthony McCall (Lives and works in New York City.)
Anthony McCall is known for his solid-light films, a series of sculptural installations that began in 1973 with "Line Describing a Cone". Recent solid-light works include "Breath", "Between You and I", and "You and I, Horizontal".  Over the past few years he has had solo exhibitions at Sean Kelly Gallery, New York, Centre Pompidou, Paris, and the Serpentine Gallery, London. 


Bunita Marcus (born in Madison, Wisconsin. Lives and works in New York City) 
Bunita Marcus began studying composition at the age of sixteen and worked in both electronic and instrumental mediums while at the University of Wisconsin.  In 1981 she received a Ph.D. in Composition from the State University of New York at Buffalo where she held the Edgard Varese Fellowship in Composition and studied with Morton Feldman. In 1985 Feldman dedicated his new piano composition, For Bunita Marcus. From 1985-1990 

Ms. Marcus produced the Salon Concert Series with painter Francesco Clemente in New York City. Today Dr. Marcus is active  as a composer and conductor, appearing in concerts and festivals around the world.

Kyle Gann of the Village Voice has called her one of his favorite women composers of all time.  He applauds her piano work Julia for its “touching and unassuming depth,” which “had the audience hushed under the impact of deeply communicated feeling.”  Los Angeles critic Alan Rich says her work Adam and Eve “states an eloquent case for the persistence of pure beauty in contemporary composition.”
